BE AWARE:  PENDING LEGISLATION 
House Bill No. 760 recently introduced in the State House of Representatives calls for every gun in PA to be registered with the state, each registration being renewed annually at $10 per gun, per year.  The bill also calls for fingerprinting, background checks and passport-style photos for registration cards (cards to be carried with the gun at all times).
